HEALTH REMINDERS 
It is important that the children in our 

program stay healthy.  We are not licensed 

to care for ill children, and we depend on 

you to keep ill children at home. If your child 

is out for any health reasons (illnesses, 

especially communicable diseases), please 

notify the school as soon as possible. 

Reminder, authorized representatives, must 

conduct home self-evaluations prior to 

bringing children to the center.  

 

PICK-UP REMINDERS 
Each program includes a 15-minute grace 

period before the final puck-up time, by 

which all children, including siblings, must be 

signed out and physically in the 

parent/guardian’s care: 3pm for Core Day 

and 6pm for Full Day. For Full Day families, this 

means being completely off the premises by 

6pm.  

 

The grace period is not the expected pickup 

time; it is the latest allowable time. All 

children must be fully picked up from their 

classrooms by the end of the grace period.

All chaperones must submit proof of their 

pertussis (Tdap), measles (MMR), 2025 flu 

vaccine (waiver available), and TB test

don’t wait, start collecting documents 

now. Chaperone space is on a first come 

first go basis.
